In 2023, the OSTEN & VICTOR
Alberta Tennis Centre made a
historic investment in women’s
tennis by becoming the first
International Tennis Federation W60
Pro Circuit Event in Canada to offer
paid hospitality for women’s players
at the Calgary National Bank
Challenger. This investment levels
the playing field and improves the
pay-equity gap in women’s sport.

Partnering with Tennis Canada and
National Bank, the ATC hosted a women
in coaching workshop during the Calgary
National Bank Challenger. 23 female
coaches participated in the 1/2 day
workshop. A girls in tennis event was also
held with 50 girls participating.

ATC has achieved gender balance in its
overall workforce.

ATC has
invested significant financial resources
including professional development and
mentorship for its team members, women
and girls.
